She led the efforts in creating a Sexual Assault Response Team (SART) for Adults and Pediatrics focusing on a victim centered response. She is currently working towards a doctorate in health education at Columbia Teachers College, where she is focusing on how to better educate youth in the necessary skills for healthy relationships.
